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And, the good news is, the date for our first training 

session for operations will be October 22, 2011. 
 

Just a reminder, the sessions are intended to help train 

personnel in the various jobs associated with running 

our model railroads with purpose.  You know, like 

the 1:1 scale folks do - running on schedule, forward-

ing and delivering freight, returning cars, setting out 

sleepers, picking up dining cars, dealing with milk 

and mail and baggage, interchanging with other rail-

roads, etc.  
 

At this time it looks like we will have simultaneously

-running sessions in the West Lafayette, Bloomington 

and Indianapolis areas.  Each layout has a slightly 

different operations scheme. Obviously you wonôt be 

able to get to all three, but with a great turnout our 

hosts will most likely have other sessions during the 

winter.  Eventually youôll get to them all.  Maybe 

youôll become a regular at one of the layouts.  Or, 

maybe youôll start having sessions of your own!! 
 

I can tell you at this time there will be very few posi-

tions available and we want to make them available 

to NEW operators so make certain you sign up early.  

And, after signing up, please make certain you donôt 

schedule any thing else at that time.  In other words, 

if you sign up - donôt be a no-show.

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Flags and allé. 
 

At a recent region meet I saw a number of flag map 

pins on several layouts. At first I thought they were 

identifying switches, then I thought car markers, 

then I thought maybe industry locations. Finally I 

just had to ask what they were for. 
 

I was told they were to indicate where work needed 

to be performed on the layout, or a problem needed 

to be checked out. If a car needed some work a flag 

pin was put on or in it and sent to the rip track. If a 

switch or something was bad a flag pin was placed 

there. 
 

I thought it was a great idea but I decided to expand 

on it. I found a set of flag map pins in white at Of-

fice Depot. There are 25 pins to a pack. I numbered 

them with a fine point Sharpie pen. Half received 

low numbers in red and the rest received high num-

bers in black. 
 

On my layout I use red numbers to indicate an oper-

ating problem that needs to be fixed on a priority 

basis. The black numbers are used for other reasons 

such as I needed to add a ground throw to a turnout. 

To keep track of the problems I started a small 

pocket notebook tracking system. When a pin is 

placed on the layout a note is made in the notebook 

noting the pin number, where it was placed and a 

short description of the problem. 

 

This helps me to remember what the problem was at 

that location even though it may be weeks until I get 

around to working on it. It also helps me to prioritize 

work that needs to be done on the layout. It has al-

ready helped me several times to remember to fix 

something, and to remember what I was supposed to 

fix.

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bids would be accepted for the 2016 Convention at 

the Grand Rapids National Convention in 2012.  

There had also been a change in how responsibility 

for the convention was to be handled.  The National 

committee would rely more on the local host com-

mittee.  During the Madison Regional Convention, I 

was able to speak to the same NMRA Board mem-

ber mentioned above.  He was still suggesting the 

CID enter a bid for the 2016 Convention.  Cost was 

again mentioned as the reason for our failed bid for 

2012. 

 

Armed with all this information, and realizing there 

was just over a year to prepare a bid, the subject was 

added to the agenda for the June CID Board meet-

ing.  We now knew how many people would be 

needed for the local host committee, how many vol-

unteers to actually serve during the week of the con-

vention, and how many layouts for tours and for op-

erating sessions.  This information had been gath-

ered for the 2012 bid, but we knew some of the lay-

outs from that list had been dismantled due to owner 

moves.  At the meeting the CID Board discussed the 

above information and a vote was taken.  The out-

come was 83% of the Board in favor of NOT enter-

ing a bid for the 2016 NMRA National Convention. 

 

With that possibility out of the way, the Board may 

have some time that could be spent on something 

other than a National Convention.  That brings up 

the question, ñAre you happy with the current mix of 

Meets and Activities sponsored by the CID?ò   There 

are currently three meets: Noblesville, Martinsville, 

and Danville.  There will be two visits by Great 

Train Expo Show this year followed by a Worldôs 

Greatest Hobby Show visit early next year.  There 

are two library shows: Carmel Clay Library in No-

vember and Brownsburg Library (not sponsored by 

CID) in June.  We did not have a spring Layout Tour 

and are planning on having an Ops education day in 

place of the fall tour.  We are also hoping to have a 

clinic/model display show this fall.  Are you attend-

ing these functions?  Would you attend a different 

type of function?  What kind of function and where 

should it be held?

                      As many of you  may  remem- 

          ber, in 2007 the Central Indiana Di- 

     vision (CID) entered a bid to hold the 

2012 NMRA National Convention in In-

dianapolis.  A lot of work was performed 

to gather volunteers to serve on commit-

tees, build lists of layouts available for 

layout tours and/or for operations, and to 

find locations for prototype tours.  All that 

work culminated in a handout and a pres-

entation that showed the opportunities 

available in the CID.  Both those items 

were presented to the National Board.  

Grand Rapids, MI was the other bidder for 

the 2012 convention.  Based primarily on 

costs, the National Board chose Grand 

Rapids instead of the CID.  Needless to 

say, there were quite a few of us who 

were sorely disappointed. 

 

Moving ahead now to 2010 and the Mil-

waukee National Train Show, one of our 

Board members spoke with an NMRA 

Board member who suggested the CID once again 

consider entering a bid, this time for the 2016 Con-

vention.  As before, it was suggested the convention 

be held in Indianapolis.  The week after the Milwau-

kee convention, I was contacted by a representative 

from the Indianapolis Convention and Visitors Asso-

ciation (ICVA) asking if we were interested in work-

ing on another bid for a National Convention.  I was 

surprised that we had received two contacts in a 

weekôs time.  Four CID Board members met with the 

ICVA rep in August to learn what changes had been 

made to Indy convention/hotel opportunities since 

2007.  The ICVA representative discussed opportu-

nities with our group and also agreed to attend a CID
